I.

The agent obliges to hold the following seminar(s):

The principal is entitled to alter the location if necessary.

In regard to the provision of services the agent is entitled to have qualified people acting as substitutes at his/her own risks and costs or to consult auxiliary people. Due to organisational matters the agent is in case of substitution obliged to inform the principal about the substitute person in advance. 
II.

For the provision of services as stated in article 1 the agent receives a flat-rate fee of 
€ XX,XX (hourly rate: € XX,XX) gross (including VAT)
With the payment of this fee all of the agent’s expenses and costs, including seminar preparation and the provision of seminar materials etc. respectively including possible extra hours, are compensated. Moreover, in the context of this agreement, the agent is not entitled to any financial claims against the principal.
The flat-rate fee includes VAT. This possible VAT has to be paid by the agent.

The payment of the arranged fee requires the provision of the agreed upon services.

After the complete provision of services the agent commits to render an auditable invoice as agreed upon. In addition, the original attendance list of the respective seminar has to be attached to the invoice. 
After a positive acknowledgement of the performance by the responsible curriculum director (or by an authorised person) the arranged fee will be transferred within 6 weeks onto an account to be announced by the agent.
III.

The agent declares to provide the services covered by this contract as a self-employed person yet not based on an existing business licence. A subordination or integration into the organisation of the principal is explicitly excluded. The agent works according to his/her own plan and provides the required resources himself/herself (corporate structure) in order to generate the agreed services. The costs of these resources have to be paid by the agent. On providing the agreed services, as stated in article 1, the agent is not subjected to any directives.

Based on the present service contract the principal is not obliged to register the agent with the social insurance. The (in due time) statutory notification to the responsible social insurance institution is the agent’s sole responsibility. The payment of taxes and social security contribution etc. (e.g. income tax, VAT) on the arranged fee is also the agent’s sole responsibility.
IV.

If a complete fulfilment of the obligations stated in article 1 is not possible due to reasons in the agent’s responsibility, the agent has to render the services not provided within a reasonable time period on the principal’s request after consultation. For this provision the agent is not entitled to any extra fee. If it is not possible to render the services not provided in due time, the flat-rate fee, as stated in article 2, will be reduced proportionately.
If the event does not take place (e.g. the number of registered participants is too small) the principal is entitled to terminate the contract with immediate effect. In this case the agent is only entitled to a payment corresponding to the necessary efforts already carried out.
V.

The services, as stated in article 1, are to be provided on the agent’s sole risk. As far as not explicitly stated otherwise in this agreement the agent waives all claims for himself/herself as well as for his/her legal successors against the principal for all damages accruing from this contract. 
The agent is liable for all damages to the principal or third parties originating from the agent’s execution of the services and commits to reimburse them. This applies in particular if the rights of third parties are violated by the contents of the seminar regardless whether they are lectured, replicated, divulged and/or by other means made publicly available. This liability also includes possible costs for necessary legal representation.
VI.

The agent commits to discretion about all facts that come to his/her knowledge in connection with this service contract and ensures confidentiality on behalf of the principal or third parties.
VII.

In regards to further occupation at other institutions the agent is not subject to any restrictions, provided that the possible further occupation does not interfere with the compliance of obligations resulting from this contract.      
VIII.

In all litigations arising from this service contract the factual and locally responsible court with jurisdiction is in Vienna. This agreement is subject to Austrian law.  

IX.

Any changes and amendments to this agreement shall be in writing in order to be legally binding. This agreement will be in duplicate whereof each contracting party receives a copy.
